	Learning Focus

	RE
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	The story of the People of God – Children learn that the Bible is a library of books written in different styles. They will study some significant people from the Old Testament and be able to discuss the relationship they had with God and reflect on the ten commandments.
Followers of Christ -know that Jesus called many people to follow him. They will
be able to identify reasons why these people responded to his call. The children
will understand that following Christ sometimes demands sacrifices and they will
be able to identify some vocations that exist in the life of the Church.

	Reading
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	Children develop a love for reading and become fluent and confident in oracy and in comprehension. 2 extracts from carefully selected texts are used to help children develop metacognition using scaffolding and modelling. Children are encouraged to engage in the text through talk, opinions, paired work and developing independence.

	Maths
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	Place value- understanding value of digits in our number system, read and write numbers, partition numbers, order numbers including decimals, round numbers to a given power of 10 including decimals, understand negative numbers in context and count forward and backwards in steps.
Recap addition and subtraction formal written methods including word problems
Recap multiplication and division written methods extending to  4 digit X 2 digit and also long division including word problems.

	 - Identify and name the main parts of the human circulatory system, and describe the functions of the heart, blood vessels and blood 
- Recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function 
- Describe the ways in which nutrients and water are transported within animals, including humans.

Children will study key language features needed in a descriptive piece of writing. They will practise grammar features to include in their descriptive writing including relative clauses, colons and semi colons.

	· Discuss various issues online that can leave pupils feeling sad, frightened, worried or uncomfortable and can describe numerous ways to get help.
· Explain how sharing online can have both positive and negative impacts.
· Be aware of how to seek consent from others before sharing material online and describe how content can still be shared online even if it is set to private.
· Explain what a digital reputation is and what it can consist of.
· Understand the importance of capturing evidence of online bullying and demonstrate some of these methods on the devices used at school.
· Describe ways to manage passwords and strategies to add extra security, such as two-factor authentication.
· Explain what to do if passwords are shared, lost or stolen.
· Describe strategies to identify scams.
· Explain ways to increase their privacy settings and understand why it is important to keep their software updated.
