	Consolidate the 4 operations to include word problems.
Learn equivalence in fractions and be able to compare fractions using equivalence. Learn to use all 4 operations with fractions including using mixed number fractions and improper fractions. Link fractions to percentages and calculate percentages of an amount. Link fractions and percentages to their corresponding decimal. 
Link fractions to ratio and calculate through word problems.
Start algebra using symbols and letters in place of numbers. Learn some algebraic rules and use algebra to solve problems including substitution.

	Our Science unit this half term is called ‘It’s Electric’.  The children will be learning to associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit, compare and give reasons for variations in how components function, including the brightness of bulbs, the loudness of buzzers and the on/off position of switches and use recognised symbols when representing a simple circuit in a diagram.
