	Material Transformations:

	 -- Know that some materials will dissolve in liquids to form a solution, and describe how to recover a substance from a solution 
- Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to decide how mixtures might be separated, including through evaporation 
- Demonstrate that dissolving, mixing and changes of state are reversible changes
