	FRACTIONS: We will be focusing on recognising and finding ½ ¼ and 1/3 of objects, amounts and length  
TIME: Know the number of minutes in an hour/ number of hours in a day. Compare and sequence intervals of time. Tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour.
POSITION DIRECTION: Order/
arrange combinations of mathematical objects in patterns /sequences.
Use mathematical vocabulary to describe position, direction and movement, including movement in a straight line and distinguishing between rotation as a turn.
MULTIPLICATION/ DIVISION: We’ll be practising our 10 X, 2 X and 5 X tables to help us remember multiplication and division facts.
