	Marvellous materials
· There are different materials such as wood, plastic, glass and metal. 
· • All objects are made from one or more materials. 
· • Some materials are natural and others are made by humans. 
· • Natural materials are materials that are found in nature such as wood.

· • Words that describe materials are called “properties”.

Plant Detectives

There are lots of different types of plants including daisies, poppies, roses and sunflowers. 
• Weeds are wild plants that grow in places that people do not want them to grow, such as nettles. 
• Some plants are flowering plants and some plants do not flower. 
• Flowering plants have roots, a stem, leaves and a flower with petals. 
• Plants need water, light, soil and a suitable place to grow. 
• Trees are a type of plant and have roots, a trunk, branches, leaves and flowers. 
• Deciduous trees such as oak trees and sycamore trees drop their leaves during Autumn and grow new leaves during Spring. 
• Evergreen trees such as pine trees keep their leaves all year. 
• Some plants are safe for humans to eat including apples, carrots and beans.

Athletics
In this unit pupils will develop skills required in athletic activities such as running at different speeds, changing direction, jumping and throwing. In all athletic based activities, pupils will engage in performing skills and measuring performance, competing to improve on their own score and against others. They are given opportunities to work collaboratively as well as independently.
Physical – run, balance, agility, co-ordination, hop, jump, leap, throw.
Social - work safely, collaboration
Emotional- perseverance, independence, honesty, determination
Thinking – reflection, comprehension, select and apply skills.


Sports Day -Teams try to score in the oppositions goals. Examples are football, rugby, handball, netball, hockey  and basketball. Pupils develop their understanding of attacking and defending and what being ‘in possession’ means. They use and develop skills such as sending and receiving with both feet and hands as well as dribbling with both feet and hands. They have the opportunity to play both even and uneven sided games, They learn how to score points and how to play by the rules
Skills -Physical – dribble, throw catch. Kick, receive run jump change direction and speed.
Social – supporting others, co-operation, communication and kindness
Emotional – perseverance, honesty, confidence
Thinking – comprehension,  identify strength and areas for development, select and apply

Net and Wall games – There are 2 teams. One the batting team trying to score points and one the fielding team trying to stop them from scoring. Examples are cricket and rounders. Children develop their understanding of the principle of defending and attacking for striking and fielding games.
Skills – Underarm and overarm throw, track, catch, bat. Communication, collaboration, support and encourage others, kindness. Honesty and perseverance. Use tactics, select and apply, decision making.
